Nurse Aide Training Program

Health and Immunization Information Required for Admission to the Program

Physical Exam:  Attest that you have had an exam within the past year and that you are able to perform duties required as a student nurse aide.
Immunizations/tests:

PPD (TB skin test):

Need to have one within the past year.  IF you have a history of a positive PPD, you must demonstrate follow up by a physician.  If you need a PPD, you may go to the Mesa County Health Department (248-6900) on Mondays between 8:00 0 and 5:00; readings are on Thursdays. Appointments (248--6900) are preferred. The cost is $20.  

MMR (Measles, Mumps, Rubella)
You must show proof of two MMR shots, unless you were born before 1957.  You can find this record at a school district office.  Mesa County Health Department provides MMR immunizations for $45.00.  Their adult walk-in clinic is available Monday-Friday 8:30 to 4:00.

Hepatitis B:

You must have documentation that you have received the series or decline the immunization by signing the waiver that we must retain on file.
